Class Participation Contract for the 2024 – 2025 School Year

I understand that I am expected to take the AP English Literature and Composition Exam.  I also understand that if I do not take the AP Exam, I will be required to take the spring semester final exam for this course.

I understand that if I partake in the Senior Honor Project, I will still be required to take either the AP Exam or the spring AP English Literature and Composition Exam.

I understand that the number of requests for AP English might dictate the number of sections for this course. 

I understand that I will come to this class with an eagerness to explore the beauty and richness of poetry and prose.
